New Leader Introduction

This is a prerequisite and a training requirement for all leaders. New Leader Introduction is done on an informal basis with your
Neighborhood Manager or Membership Executive, in order to prepare you for Basic Orientation and Age Level training. You will
be given Girl Scout materials that will be needed for further required training sessions. New Leader Introduction (1 1/2 - 2 hours)
must be received before attending Basic Orientation Training.

Basic Orientation Online Training

GSUSA offers a web-based Basic Orientation Training Module: Training for Adults Who Work with Girls. It covers basic informa-
tion about Juliette Low, the Promise and Law, the Four Program Goals, safety, pluralism, and girl/adult partnership.

The Basic Online training assumes you have an email address. If you do not, you can set up a free email account at one of the

internet providers. Basic Orientation Training is located in a special section of the GSUSA Website.

1. Go to http://training.girlscouts.org

2. Select a training module from the list bulleted by flowers. The only one available at this time is “Basic Orientation.”

3. Once you select a training course, you will be asked to log in.

& Is this the first time you accessed this training site? If so, you will have to register:

+Under the area marked “New User”, click on “Register”.

+Complete the form and the entire registration process (at the minimum complete those marked with an asterisk)
& Are you already a registered user?

+Under the area marked “Registered Users”, enter the User Name and Password you created when you registered.

4. Once you have logged in or registered, the site will take you to the first page of the training module.

5. Each part of the training is marked by a different color Daisy. Click on the topic you wish to complete and follow all the
prompts. Watch the bottom right portion of your screen for prompts to all the pages and steps. Depending on the size of your
monitor, you may have to scroll down to see all the additional pages and steps to complete. When you have completed a section,
you will be returned to the Welcome Screen and the appropriately colored Petal for the sections you have completed will be
colored in.

6. Upon completion of all nine sections of the training, you will receive a “congratulations” by email. This will not be immediate;
it may take a couple of days to process your training. Take this email to any other training or bring it into the council office
along with your training card to have it signed as completed.

This training counts as your Basic Orientation Training. The Adult Development Director will retrieve council participant infor-
mation on a regular basis. Your training records will be credited as completing Basic Orientation Training at that time. If you
have any questions, please call the Adult Development Director (800-442-1401 or 616-784-3341) or email
service.center@gsmt.org.

This American Red Cross course will cover the skills needed to provide basic care for breathing emergencies, perform car-
diopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and use an Automated External Defibrillator (AED) for victims of sudden cardiac arrest.
CPR/AED certification is valid for one year.

Also, to provide basic care for breathing emergencies, perform cardiopul-
monary resuscitation (CPR) and use an Automated External Defibrillator for victims of sudden cardiac arrest.

To recertify you may challenge/test out of these
courses at any time. The procedure will take approximately 1 hour. NOTE: As of April 2006 the American Red Cross has revised the
procedures taught in the CPR & First Aid courses. This recertification uses the NEW standards to reflect this change. Due to the
change in standards, it is recommended that those whose certifications are over 1 year old re-take the full course offered through Girl
Scouts of Michigan Trails or the American Red Cross.

CPR for the Professional Rescuer

This American Red Cross course will provide participants with the knowledge and skills to: determine unconsciousness, perform res-
cue breathing, clear an obstructed airway, and perform one- or two-person adult, child and infant CPR using a resuscitation mask,
modified airway techniques and a bag-valve mask. Automated External Defibrillator (AED) training will also be included.

Prerequisite:  Registered Adult Girl Scout

Cost: $30, includes course book

Notes: This course, with First Aid: Responding to Emergencies, will certify you to be a "Level 2 First Aider" as
per Safety-Wise, pg. 36. CPR-FPR is valid for 3 years. This course is scheduled by request only. Contact the
Adult Development Director.

First Aid: Responding to Emergencies

This American Red Cross course will provide participants with the knowledge and skills to recognize emergencies and to make the
appropriate decisions regarding first aid care and to act on those decisions. Participants will experience in-depth instruction in the
recognition and care for injuries, sudden illness, and special situations in which help is needed.

Prerequisite:  Registered Adult Girl Scout

Cost: $30, includes course book

Notes: This course, with CPR for the Professional Rescuer, will certify you to be a "Level 2 First Aider" as per
Safety-Wise, pg.

American Red Cross Babysitter's Training

This course is for girls ages 11-15 interested in learning the information and skills necessary to provide safe and responsible care for
children in the absence of parents or guardians. Participants will develop skills in leadership, professionalism, basic care, safety and
safe play, as well as first aid and rescue breathing. Participants will receive a certificate in American Red Cross Babisitter's Training.
